We are looking for papers that examine the transformation of
Christian and non-Christian texts and traditions into apocryphal Christian texts — such as the
Christianization of Jewish Pseudepigrapha, the Gnosticization of Jewish and Greco-Roman texts
into gnostic Christian texts, elaborations and harmonizations of canonical Christian texts, and
other possibilities. We welcome also papers that do not fit this theme. The session will be
mounted if there are sufficient proposals (at least five). For further information on the session,
