"The Fifth Annual Patristic-Byzantine ngposium was held October 18-19, 1985 at the
tutheran Theological Seminary at Philadelphia, PA. Sponsored by The American Inst-—
titute for Patristic and Byzantine Studies, Inc., under the direction of Professor
Constantine N. Tsirpanlis and the Chairmanship of Professors John Reumann and John
E. Rexine, this Symposium had as its Theme: East-West Church Relations in the
Sixteenth Century: JEREMIAS TRANOS and the Lutherans of Tibingen.

Participating were an impressive array of scholars and clergy (Orthodox, Roman Cath-
olics, Lutherans, Ukrainians, Methodistsg) from throughout the U.S. and Canada
together with interested students from the Philadelphia area, New York City,
Delaware, and Washington, D.C. There were six main speakers who gave extremely
interesting papers.

Dr. Russel P. Moroziuk, Professor of Theology at Concordia University (Montreall,
gave his paper on "The Role of Patriarch Jeremias in the Reformation of the Kievan
Metropolis". Professor of Byzantine History at Wayne State University (Detroit)},
Dr. Harry J. Magoulias gave a detailed account of the "Doctrinal Disputes in the
History of Niketas Choniates".

The first day of the Sumposium ended with the paper of Professor Constantine N.
Tsirpanlis who presented a critical re-evaluation of the Patriarch Jeremias' person-
ality and contributions to the calendar reform dispute, the formation of the new
Patriarchate of Russia, and to the very first Lutheran - Orthodox Theological Dial-
ogue in the sixteenth century.

The second day of the Symposium opened with the paper of the Lutheran priest Rev.
John J. Zoppi on the Lutheran and Orthodox understandings of Sacred fTradition and
its relation to Scripture as presented in the 16th century correspondence between
Tithingen and Constantinople.

Next, Dr. David Bundy, Assistant Professor of Christian Origins at Asbury Theolog-
ical Seminary (Kentucky), presented his paper on "Armenian relations with the Papagy
after the Mongol invasions®.

The second day of this wonderful Symposium ended with the provocative paper of Mr.
Allan Kowalchuk, a devoted Ukranian Orthodox layman (from Manitoba).

According to the concluding remarks of the chairmen, all the six speakers as well

as the 37 participants in this Symposium, were not only highly gqualified and activ-
ely involved, but they also created a most rewarding spiritual experience and atmos-
phere with their christianly inspired brotherly attitude, humility, and love",
